In October 2008 a Governor’s Ambassador Awards program was created to recognize state employees who have become positive role models by contributing to the community in which they live and work. Ninety-eight nominations were accepted in six categories involving more than 300 employees statewide. In the “Community Service and Volunteerism” category the winner was Michele Sither!





The state’s public announcement of Michele’s award stated, in part, that the playground’s design “. . . encourages inclusive play where children of all abilities can play together throughout the entire space. Michele put in countless volunteer hours to see this project completed.” It sounds like Michele, doesn’t it?
