UPCOMING EVENTS

Fall is here and with its coming the beginning of a new year for Presbyterian Women. All Westminster women are invited to participate in the scheduled events and especially to join one of WPC’s ladies’ circles. Following is a list of currently scheduled events, please mark your calendar:

· Fall Meeting – Tuesday, September 16 at 5:30 p.m. This meeting will be a salad potluck hosted by the Coordinating Team. Presbytery of Western Kentucky PW Moderator, Anne McNeilly, is the guest speaker and will share her recent experiences at the Churchwide Gathering in Louisville.

· Presbytery PW Fall Gathering – Saturday, October 17 at Henderson First Presbyterian Church. This year’s theme is “God’s Realm? A Patchwork Quilt.” The guest speaker will be Clemette Haskins from Louisville Presbyterian Theological Seminary. Those attending the event are asked to bring toiletries for women residents of The Trilogy Center alcohol and drug treatment facility in Hopkinsville.
Sheets for hospitals in Africa – Presbyterian women have a strong sense of mission. One long-time PW effort has involved the purchase of sheets by individual members for the use of struggling hospitals on the African continent. The need for these items is still acute but shipping costs of heavy sheets has become prohibitive. So this year members are asked not to buy sheets themselves, but rather to contribute money, through their local PW group, to the national PW Treasurer Shirley Shoen. She will direct the funds to a distribution center in Africa whose staff will purchase sheets there and deliver them directly to hospitals. 
Ladies’ Circles – Currently two groups of women meet monthly (September through June) for Bible study and fellowship. Focus of the study this year is the Book of Joshua. These small group studies promote friendships and allow the completion of organized mission. Westminster Circles meet as follows:

Guild Circle – This group meets at the church on the first Tuesday at noon.

Evening Circle – This group meets the second Tuesday in Bunce Hall at 6:00 p.m. for a sack supper. Study begins about 6:30.
