The Christian Education Committee announces a new group activity for our young people, ages twelve and younger. Children’s Circle begins later this month with a trip to the very popular Ya Ya’s Island. Children’s Circle activities are designed to provide Westminster kids a chance to enjoy some special time together and also allow Westminster parents a chance to “get away.” 





According to Christian Education Committee Co-Chair Michele Sither, the children will be fed dinner at the church - something very simple - beginning at 6:00 p.m.  Dinner is free so the only expense will be the cost of the activity, generally $5-$10 per child.  Each child may bring a friend but, of course, their guest’s activity money must be provided as well. She will need each participant’s name by Wednesday the week of the event so a meal and sufficient staff may be arranged.





At the end of the evening, parents will be encouraged to pick up their children at the church by 9:30 p.m. but, if their movie runs late, there will be “a grace period” till 10:00.  In addition to the planned activities, the committee plans to use Circle time to pray with the children and to teach them the value of prayer in their lives.
