As you read this newsletter article, I am pleased to report that almost $1700 was recently sent to each of the four organizations to be recipients of the monies collected as a part of Mission 125.  As you remember, Mission 125 was created to encourage members and friends to honor the history of Westminster Presbyterian Church and its impact on missions, locally and globally, throughout the years.  Gifts, both large and small, over the last five months have totaled almost $7,000.





Your sharing will allow Presbyterian Disaster Assistance to continue being a presence in areas of need around our world.  Living Waters for the World will utilize your funds to provide the gift of clean water with communities in need.  Bellewood Presbyterian Homes for Children (Bellewood) will use the monies it receives at its Paducah facility, working with youth in establishing independent living situations. The former military property will house homeless females (in  spring 2010) seeking a fresh start after release from judicial confinement.

PROPERTIES IMPROVEMENTS


In the past 24 months, WPC has embarked on numerous improvements to the building and grounds. The Properties Committee has enjoyed the opportunity to oversee these projects. We could not have accomplished these much-needed improvements without the generosity and support of the congregation. Below is a list of the improvements and all of this work is complete and paid for:


Exterior Improvements


   A new dimensional shingle roof on the sanctuary


   New copper flashing around the bell tower


   New elevated sidewalks near the rear entrance


   New PVC drainage pipe to repair broken underground clay tile


   The ground between the sidewalk and parking lot was replaced with washed red gravel


   Stepping stones were placed in the gravel for easy access to the sidewalk from the parking lot


   New hand rails and guardrail installed on the outside stairs leading to the kitchen


   Complete landscaping of the grounds was done in three phases


   The parking lot was cleaned, resealed, and re-striped


   Parking lot bumpers were installed


   Exterior doors and rails were repainted


   The Broadway side of the church was power washed and windows cleaned


   Caulking on all stained glass windows was removed and replaced


   French drains were added to gutter down spouts to get water away from the building


   The lawn was aerated and reseeded  


   New lighting at the rear entrance


Interior Improvements


   New carpet was installed in the Narthex, the Pastor’s office, the secretary’s office, and the rear entrance hall


   New lighting and controls were installed in the Narthex


   The Youth room was repainted in multiple colors selected by the youth and improved lighting plus new ceiling tiles were added


   The upper room (old session room) received a new rug under the conference table, plus new lamps and tables 


   The Archives/Record room was refurbished with new ceiling, repaired plaster, new entrance door, new painting, and new carpet


   The former Youth director’s office has also been refurbished with new paint, improved ceiling, improved electrical wiring, and new carpet
