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Dear Friends: 

Over the past two months that I have been 
pastor at Westminster, it has become clear to 

me that, first, we need more people to believe in 

Christ and, second, that we need new members 

to attend our church.   

 
How do we do this?  There is only one way an 

unbeliever can have a chance at knowing Jesus 

and a chance at heaven. And that is if we, as 

believers, step up and become spiritual rescuers 

of the lost people in our world. But many of us 
are silent about what we know about Jesus—

because of fear, because of feelings of 

inadequacy, or because we just don’t care.
