Lots of prayer and thoughtful preparation preceded the official implementation of Fresh Start, the newest people-edifying Paducah Cooperative Ministry program. Now Fresh Start has its own home at 1202 North 12th Street, its own phone number (442-6795) and is ready to serve its public. 





Project Fresh Start’s mission is to provide second chances for non-violent female ex-offenders who wish to create a better life for themselves but whose efforts are stymied because they are released from detention into homelessness and despair. The program offers these women a safe, encouraging place to live, basic social services, life and job skills and financial resources to help prepare them to live independently. Maybe the most important part is that the program is designed to allow these women the unique opportunity to help one another as perhaps no one else can.





Social workers and trained professionals will interview Fresh Start applicants, assess their needs, help them create a plan and guide them toward completion of their goals. Encouragement and celebration will be the order of the day.
